PC faculty member wins WAR contest

"Powerful, awesome, alive,
electric, consuming, hot (and
very cool!)" is how Parkland
faculty member Jan Simon's
essay describes her concept
of lllincis Prairie Fire. Her
suggestion was the winner of
the $1000 prize in Women
Against Racism's (WAR) con-
test for a new University of
lllinois mascot.

Simon's idea, which fea-
tured an orange fire around
the word "lllinois" in blue, was

one of over 80 entries in
WAR's contest.

"The mascot committee
narrowed it down to 22
entries, and outside judges
chose the Prairie Fire idea,"
said mascot commitiee co-
chair Lydia Khuri. "We chose
the judges by their connection
to art and interest in the issue
of the chief, as well as looking
for a diverse representation
[among the judges]."

This contest does not

mean the University of lllinois
intends to change its mascot,
however.

"We are not affiliated with
the university, so they are not
obligated to accept our pro-
posal," said WAR mascot
committee member Carol
Spindel. "We intend to pro-
pose the top choices to the
board of trustees."

“This is a major issue in
the community, not just in the
university,” said Imani Bazzell,

the co-coordinator of WAR.
"The contest gives us a new
and creative way to challenge
racism by having the commu-
nity be a part of the solution."

4+ Examine your skin on a regular basis. Any mole that
changes shape, color, or size; any sore that does not heal; or
any persistent patch of irritated skin or a small growth may be
a sign of cancer and needs professional evaluation. A recent
study in the Journal of the American Medical Association
found that 55% of cases of melanoma (the most dangerous
form of skin cancer) were found by patients. There are advan-
tages to a professional checkup, however: the study found
that physicians were much likelier to find them, early
melanomas, which are most treatable. People were three
times more likely to detect melanomas on easily visible parts
of their body, such as arms, legs, chest, face, than on their
back or buttock.

4+ The three rules of good communication: have something to
say, say it, shut up.

4+ Shoes say a lot about the wearer. According to a new sur-
vey by the American Orthopedic Foot and Ankle Society
(AOFAS), the higher the heel a woman commonly wears, the
worse her foot problems--bunions, calluses, ingrown toenails,
and the like--will be. But the survey also found a connection
between education and heel height. Of 531 working women
surveyed, 44% reported wearing flats, and 30% athletic shoes
at work. Another 17% of them wore low-heeled pumps (less
than 2 1/4 inches), leaving only 2% in high-heeled shoes, and
7% in other kinds of shoes (such as clogs and boots). High
heels at work have become an oddity. According to the sur-
vey, the more educated the woman, the likelier she is to wear
flats: 58% of women with a graduate degree work in flats, fol-
lowed by 16% in athletic shoes. Note: the AFOEA did not sur-
vey how dress codes at work and social pressures influence
shoe choice.

+ [f you have a favorite cereal and ar counting calories or try-
ing to determine your nutrient intake, read the side panel of
the box and see how much “one serving” is --1/2 cup, 3/4 cup,
or more? Get out a measuring cup and put “one serving” into
your favorite cereal bowl. Note the level on the side of the
dish. If you are used to eating twice that amount, remember to
double the number of calories and nutrients listed on the
package.

+ These postures can put you at risk of injury: typing with
bent wrist, turning your head to the side to view the monitor,
reaching up and over the keyboard to use the mouse, leaning
over to type in data from papers that are flat on the desktop,
slouching/leaning forward in the chair, cradling the phone be-
tween ear and shoulder, bending at the waist to lead copy
machines, and reaching up to overhead bins or shelves.

+ Avoid “dieter’s” teas. These usually contain harsh laxative
herbs such as senna, aloe, cascara, rhubarb root, frangula, or
buckthorn, which cause diarrhea and dehydration and thus
lead to temporary weight loss. These products, which in Cali-
fornia must bear a warning label, can cause abdominal pain,
muscle weakness, and severe diarrhea. Between 1992 and
1994, at least four healthy young women died after drinking
senna-containing teas for a month. No tea can permanently
take pounds off.

Create a simplistic logo that can be marketed with increasing recognition.
Represent a level of continuing education (life-long learning) that enhances a changing and increased challenging job world.
Recognize the community college transfer student pursuing additional years of education.
Represent a Statewide Foundation that provides multiple scholarships for students in all 40 local community colleges.
Symbolizes the uniqueness and success of the community college in higher education, the fastest growing.
10. Reflects the one million community college students that continues to grow dramatically in the new century.
11. Recognizes a segment of higher education that is the “college of the people.”
12. Will be easily marketed in the various media, as well as on an individual basis.
13. Symbolize the power of a system yet to be fully recognized and thus respected.
14. Is and will continue to be the major training sector for corporations and businesses world wide.
15. Symbolize the unity of 40 local community colleges joining together to maximize non-public dollars.
