A recently enhanced 
Faculty Academic Advising 
plan is the latest means for 
carrying out this commit- 
ment. 

In the fall semester, 
1998, Dale Ewen, Vice Pres- 
ident for Academic and 

Student Services appointed 
a task force to develop an 
enhanced Faculty Academ- 
ic Advising Plan. 
The task force was com- 

prised of faculty from each 
department of the college. 
"The investment of time 

and work made by many 
faculty members is paying 
off in student success," 
says Lenita Epinger, Direc- 
tor of the Transfer Center. 

The main goals of the 
faculty advising initiative 
are to increase student re- 

tention and to provide even 
more direction to new or 

continuing students. 
Faculty members will be 

advising individual stu- 
dents within their own spe- 

cific departments starting 
with the students third se- 

mester at Parkland College. 
With instructors advising 

the students they teach 
there is more of an oppor- 

tunity for personalized 
guidance. 

According to Dale Ewen, 
the new initiative will not 

just take the place in the 
advising office. "Career 
oriented advising is more 
in depth. Teachers have an 
opportunity to see the stu- 
dents they advise in the 
classroom, and monitor 
their progress in a real 

world setting." 
For students who are en- 

rolled in general studies or 
who have not yet chosen a 

specialized field of study, 
the faculty advisers will be 
able to assist them in the 

various aspects of their 
studies. 

New students who are 

going through S.O.A.R ori- 
entation will also have the 

benefit of the faculty advis- 
ers from the very begin- 
ning of the process. 
The faculty advisers 

themselves will be assisted 

by the Center for Excel- 
lence in Teaching and 
Learning, which is directed 
by Fay Rouseff-Baker. 
Here the faculty advis- 

ers will learn through 
workshops, speeches, and 
seminars, how to better as- 
sist the student population. 

Lenita Epinger explains 

through workshops, to be- 
come better advisers for 

their students by sharing 
their experiences."
